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REORIENT - DISCUSSING THE IMPLICATIONS OF THE LESSON
 CONTEXT FOR THE SMALL GROUP LEADER 
Today, we encourage our students to step outside and explore nature, discovering God through creation in a new and meaningful way. For those who may not have access to the outdoors, invite them to spend at least 15 minutes in quiet reflection—meditating on scripture or sitting in silence before God. For students with artistic inclinations, inspire them to express their faith through creative outlets like crafting, drawing, or painting, allowing them to experience God in their unique way.
 QUESTIONS TO ASK YOUR STUDENTS 
1. What did you glean from the passage or message?
2. What did you learn about Jesus?
3. What are some ways you can experience God in creation or with your own creativity?
4. Share a story where you were in solitude or in creation, and you had a strong sense of God’s presence.
5. Has there been a situation or circumstance in your life where you were in trouble and Jesus rescued you? Share.
REDIRECT - PRACTICAL APPLICATION
· Challenge: This week, take a prayer walk in nature or set aside 15 minutes of uninterrupted time to connect with God. Reflect on Matthew 14:27: “But Jesus immediately said to them, ‘Take courage! It is I. Don’t be afraid.’” As you meditate on this verse, allow it to speak to your heart. If you’re artistically inclined, consider expressing your reflection through drawing or painting. If you’re and athlete go and practice your sport and meditate on the passage.
· Additionally, pray for God to heighten your awareness and engage your five senses—whether through the beauty of nature, the creativity of the arts, or the stillness of solitude—to experience His presence more deeply.
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
