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 CONTEXT– HEART 
Give space for students to reflect on the verses talked about today. Make it clear to them that this isn’t about shaming them for what they are willing to do or not willing to do for Jesus. It is an opportunity for them to examine their own faith and find places they may need to grow.

It may also be true that we need to grow in our willingness to suffer for Jesus or be uncomfortable for him. Sharing your own struggles with these hard truths could be beneficial for the students in your small group.


 QUESTIONS TO ASK YOUR STUDENTS - HEART 
1. Did anyone find an organization they want to pray for, give to, or serve with last week? Tell us about it.
2. What would you do if you were locked up for your faith like Paul?
3. Would you preach the Gospel if you knew it might cost you your life? How so?
4. Do you preach the Gospel now to the people around you? How so?

 APPLICATION – HANDS 
Challenge students to share the Gospel with that person they have been afraid to share it with because of what they might say or do.
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
